Open letter regarding Turkey’s illegal actions in Cyprus

I am Metropolitan Vasilios of Constantia and Ammochostos,
and I am writing to you as the bishop of the area Famagusta and as
a member of the hierarchy of the Church of Cyprus.I would like to
express my great concerns and to protest against Turkey’s illegal
actions in Cyprus and, in particular, against the upcoming
provocative visit of the president of Turkey in the occupied city of
Famagusta on the 20% of July 2021.

There is no doubt that Cyprus experiences for the past decades
a constant siege from Turkey, which is getting more severe
especially in this period, due to Turkey’s illegal and unacceptable
actions in Cyprus’s Exclusive Economic Zone or in Aegean Sea and,
as we know, the illegal visit of the Turkish president which has been
announced to take place in the occupied city of Famagusta as part of
his efforts to achieve the geo-strategic goals of Turkey. Although
they claim that these efforts are to ensure the survival of the Turkish
Cypriot community, in reality these are part of Turkey’s plans and
attempts to expand its military, political, geographical control in
Eastern Mediterranean region, stemming from their idea of the

revival of the Ottoman Empire.

For us, it is inconceivable that Turkey is acquitted of the
serious war crimes that has committed in Cyprus since 1974. Such

as:




1. The Turkish invasion in Cyprus in 1974 and the illegal
occupation of the 37% of the territory of the Republic of
Cyprus. As a guarantor country, Turkey had the obligation to
ensure the integrity of Cyprus, not to divide it.

2. The murder of all missing Cypriot people during the invasion.

3. The expulsion of indigenous population and the settlement of
Turkish migrants, resulting to the differentiation of the
demographic composition of the population in the occupied

area.

4, The destruction of our cultural heritage with the aim of
Islamizing the occupied territory and preventing us from
exercising our religious freedom in the occupied churches and

monasteries and other religious sites.

5. The violation of International Law and, in particular, acting
against the resolutions 500 and 789 of the Security Council of
the United Nations regarding the city of Famagusta. Especially
the opening of the area of Varosha manifest the purposes of

Turkey’s plans.

6. Turkey’s latest actions with the establishment of a military
base of unmanned drones near the area of Lefkoniko, which
threatens not only the security of the Republic of Cyprus but
also of neighbouring countries. This should be placed under

strict supervision by international organizations.

In addition, the wviolation and false interpretation of
International Law regarding Maritime Zones according to Turkey’s
interests. For example, in the case of Greece and the Republic of
Cyprus, Turkey claims that islands have no Exclusive Economic
Zone. However, they consider that the Turkish-occupied northern
part of Cyprus has its own Exclusive Economic Zone. This proves
the incompatible approaches of Turkey, in order to serve best its
purposes for controlling the resources in Cyprus, at the expense of
the true interests of Cypriot people.




Cypriot people are extremely disappointed and are decided to
act against the illegal and humiliating visit of Turkish president
Erdogan in Famagusta and against all provocative actions of Turkey
against Cyprus. The Republic of Cyprus is full a member state of
European Union and any threat against its territorial integrity is, in
fact, against the European integrity. The General Secretary of the
United Nations will seek to “square the circle” in an upcoming
meeting, according to his expression, but we want to say that no
“magical actions” are acceptable if they are to violate the
International Law and legalize Turkey’s illegal actions and severe
war crimes that were committed during the invasion and are still

taking place against the legal citizens of Cyprus.

We want to send the message to all decision-making centres
and governments, to the European Union, the USA, the United
Nations, and especially countries such as the United Kingdom and
Germany which play an important but rather questioned role in the
course for a solution of the Cyprus problem, that we are decided to
defend the rights of the Republic of Cyprus and that we look
forward for their support, unless they have no real concerns

regarding political ethics and seek only to satisfy their own interests.
